What is CCM?

The Country Commodity Manager (CCM) is a computer program designed to collect and report global Reproductive Health commodity data.

Why was CCM Developed?

CCM was developed to help UNFPA’s country offices and government officials track Reproductive Health commodity inventories and insure timely orders for inventory replenishment.

The development of CCM was initiated in November 2002 in response to requests from UNFPA programme countries, and designed to meet two basic purposes.

First and foremost, to assist Governments and UNFPA country offices in their efforts to assess their reproductive health commodity requirements, track their inventory, and warn of and avert commodity shortfalls.

Second, to collect country data on RH commodity supplies and aggregate this information at the global level in order to develop the appropriate strategies at the international level, including for advocacy and resource mobilization.

What does CCM do?

CCM is an easy-to-use program which can quickly:


1. Forecast Reproductive Health commodity



requirements;


2. Use demographic data to validate forecasted



contraceptive needs;


3. Warn of future Reproductive Health commodity 
shortfalls, and,


4. Transmit each country’s data to UNFPA for 
global reporting, planning, advocacy and



resource mobilization.
In accordance with the broad ICPD mandate, CCM includes the provision to collect data on the following list of ten essential RH commodities used in maternal care and in the treatment of reproductive tract infections and sexually transmitted infections:

· Amoxicillin




· Azithromycin

· Benzathine Benzylpenicillin

· Cloxacillin

· Doxycycline

· Ergometrine

· Magnesium Sulfate

· Metronidazole





· Oxytocin

· Procaine Benzylpenicillin

How do I use CCM?

You will be performing four main activities with CCM:


1. Data entry and updates


2. Generating reports


3. Sending data to UNFPA Headquarters


4. Monthly inventory monitoring to avoid stock shortage.

Each of these activities can be performed and easily accessed from CCM’s Main Menu.
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What output can I get from CCM?

Once CCM is installed on your computer, you can immediately run the computer model and generate two reports using the default data supplied with the program.

The Stock Requirement Report will display the commodity requirements based on inventory data for various commodities for up to five years into the future.  You may then update the inventory data to fine tune the report.  The inventory data consists of Central Warehouse stock quantities and  arrival and expiration dates. 

The Demographic Validation Report will display the commodity requirements based on demographics for various contraceptive methods for up to five years into the future.  You may then update the demographic data to fine tune the report.  The demographic data consists of population, contraceptive prevalence rate (CPR), and couple year protection (CYP) figures.
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
