1 All Applicants potentially to have; 
Essential ; 

· High level experience of working on HIV/AIDS, TB, and / or Malaria related issues with projects in a resource – limited setting *.

· High level understanding of Global Health Partnerships, and issues related to international aid architecture.
· High level policy development experience in the context of a resource – limited setting *.
Desirable ;

· High level experience of programme / project design. 
· High level experience of working on review panels assessing funding proposals.

2 Applicants to then identify their main specialist area of experience from:
· High level clinical expertise in malaria including prevention, diagnostics, treatment and intermittent preventive therapy (IPT).
· High level clinical expertise in HIV including prevention, diagnostics, PMTCT, treatment, co-infections, microbicides and STIs.

· High level clinical expertise in TB including diagnostics, treatment, management of MDR TB, co-morbidity.

· High level experience in supply chain management including pharmaceutical supply industry; procurement  management including tendering and contracting, cost negotiations, forecasting demand, scheduling, shipping, & quality control; registration through WHO pre-qualification and/or national drug regulatory authorities; ability to appraise governance and institutions.

· High level experience in health systems including health policy; health systems research; health systems strengthening including national distribution systems; non-state sector healthcare; partnerships to meet related health infrastructure and human resource development needs.

· High level experience in M&E systems, including design and appraisal of M&E indicators and systems; selection and definition of indicators and baselines; verification; reporting; evaluating market impact; evaluating public health impact.
· High level experience in the health economics of the pharmaceutical supply industry, including regulatory and legal issues, research incentives, competition, subsidy, costing, contracting, demand side and social marketing, public private interface.

· High level experience in the market dynamics of commodities within each of the 3 key diseases (HIV/AIDS, TB, Malaria) including: price reduction strategies (pooled funding, bundled pricing, technical efficiencies, economies of scale, long term purchase etc); market analysis, distribution issues, marketing, subsidy, regulation, ethics issues.

· High level experience of intellectual property issues including: Patents; international legal and policy frameworks and agreements.
· High level experience of new product development issues as applied to the pharmaceutical industry including new drug financing and pricing, scientific and clinical development process, regulation and review, safety, and intellectual property issues.

· High level experience of regulatory issues including: national regulatory frameworks, WHO pre-qualification process.
