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CSOs (national based) are invited in some of the sectoral ministries budget sessions through Sectoral Working Groups





 Authorises the budget after Public debate in the National Assembly on Revenue and Expenditure proposals, which are submitted, by the Minister for Finance and other Ministers.


Parliament passes the Annual Finance Act and Appropriation Act





Examines and discusses with the respective Ministers the revenue sources and expenditure proposals.


The Finance and Appropriation Bills are examined before they are formally tabled for discussion and approval by the Nat. Assembly. Thus the committee gives prior approval to estimates before they are tabled to the National Assembly





Spells out budget goals, as well as implementation of the objectives. It approves the annual plan, guidelines, and later on the budget.





Makes sure that the annual plan and budgets are consistent with development objectives and targets and advises the cabinet accordingly.





Give guidelines; coordinate budget preparation; present estimates to the Cabinet and monitor budget implementation





Formulation of Policy; Prepare Plans; Prepare Estimates and execute action plans according to approved estimates.Budget estimates are prepared by sections/departments,approved by Sectoral Technical Committee and Sectoral Budget Committee
